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After the success of the Mississippi Renewal Forum and the Louisiana Recovery Authority
charrettes, New Orleans councilwoman Cynthia Hedge-Morrell invited DPZ to host a
planning charrette in the Gentilly neighborhood. The charrette -- which was the first of

its kind to be held in New Orleans after Hurricane Katrina -- was to be a model for future
neighborhood-based planning and recovery exercises.

The charrette team included DPZ staffers, as well as 30 volunteer planners and architects
from across the nation. All worked closely with members of the Gentilly Civic Improvement
Association to generate concepts for rebuilding the area, as well as specific plans for
neighborhood transport, coding and retail. The designers held well-attended public
presentations and question-and-answer sessions every 24 hours.

Gentilly is a large community of many small neighborhoods, most of which were built

in the mid twentieth century. Designers worked on general concepts for rebuilding and
neighborhood hazard mitigation, and created guidelines for individual homeowners
interested in raising and renovating their homes. Additionally, the team took on several
projects at the request of the Civic Improvement Association, such as planning a

new mixed-use town center on the site of a ruined strip mall and redesigning a failed
public-housing project while maintaining its affordability. The designers also worked on
masterplans for Gentilly’s local universities and for a new high-density neighborhood on the
lakefront.

Explained DPZ principal Andres Duany: “We couldn’t think of a better place to do this
than Gentilly. It provides all the examples of architecture and all the challenges of urban
planning we'd expect to find in the whole region. There are rich and poor residents, high
and low ground, new and old structures. Everyone in New Orleans will see themselves in
some aspect of Gentilly.”
